Similarly,
Coe Avenue will be closed from the Bradford Street intersection to the beach. The East
Haven Police Department will be posting notices and directing motorists in and around the
general vicinity of the town beach.

Although the fireworks are presented in a cooperative effort with the Vietnam Veterans of
America, Chapter 484 and the Town of East Haven, the majority of funding is obtained from
private businesses and personal donations.
